Kremmen: historic barn district, Kremmener Damm - formerly the only way through the moor, strategically
important trade route. Restored market square.

Oranienburg: Oranienburg Palace (oldest baroque palace in the Mark Brandenburg) with attractive palace
park, Havel promenade and palace harbour newly opened in 2009 on the occasion of the State Garden Show,
viewing platform of St. Nicolai Church, Lehnitzsee lake and lock. Germendorf leisure park, TURM-Erlebniscity
with adventure pool, sauna area, wellness area, bowling alleys.
